REQUIREMENTS
In order to be considered as a potential recipient of the La Paz County Farm Bureau Scholarship, the applicant must be furthering their education in agriculture or an agriculture-related field of study. The Applicant must have been accepted and show documentation of such acceptance into an Arizona College, University or trade school. 

Once accepted as a La Paz County Farm Bureau Scholarship recipient, there are requirements necessary to continue to receive funding. The recipient must attend two La Paz County Farm Bureau events annually (i.e: the annual meeting, Community Christmas Dinner, the Fair gates, etc).  Each recipient must provide a grade report showing that a full course load is being maintained with a minimum 3.0 grade average and a schedule of the next semester classes. All requirements are subject to the discretion of the Board of Directors.

1) Transcripts from all high schools and any colleges attended. Note a 3.0 grade point average for all course work is required.

2) Application and/or Resume.

3) A Statement of Educational Purpose. A typed, double spaced, educational essay, of no more than 2 pages, should define your educational objectives and how these will compliment your career goals.

4) Three recommendations are required from individuals not related to the applicant. Two must come from either a college or high school instructor and one must come from someone outside the teaching profession.

5. Applications must include an essay describing the student’s studies, current and future 
    career goals, and relationship in the past or present with Farm Bureau. 

6. Applications must also include contact information, a current official transcript, an official  

    description of the degree program, school account number and school contact information.

7. Graduating seniors must also provide an acceptance letter from the school, and proof of 
enrollment in the chosen degree program or some other form of documentation that they will be majoring in agriculture.

8. Late or incomplete applications will not be considered.

9. Applications must be received by May 1st. 
All qualifications are at the discretion of the Board of Directors.
